· NB reported that most of the agreed amendments had now been done, but that the calendar could not be put onto a single page as that would incur a charge from the developers.
· NB had not seen the logo re-drawn by NE but he had a printed copy to show everyone. This was approved so NB will put this onto the website. She will also investigate changing the general theme of the website to a green theme rather than blue to reflect our locations around the Savernake Forest.
· It was agreed that someone else should be able to access and amend the website and SS offered to do this in conjunction with GS. NB to provide information on how to access the website.

	CATG 5190
· Speeding traffic at Clench Common
Discussion was held about the situation regarding speeding traffic. NB reported that she had been keeping an eye on it and that over the summer there had not been much traffic but that, since schools reopened there was a lot more. Also following the long delays in Marlborough due to roadworks there were a lot of delivery vans now using the road as a cut through, and also large lorries, some going to and from the airfield.  It was agreed that the PC would like to seek the introduction of a speed limit in Clench Common.
It was agreed that local schools and landowners would be contacted to ask that the message be promulgated to all drivers to take care in this area. This may have some effect on local drivers but not on those not local so the possibility of erecting signage at both ends of the road would be investigated. The matter would be added to the CATG system for the speed limit and SPC would investigate the wording and locations of suitable signs.

	Risk Analysis
Most of the Councillors had looked at the draft Risk Assessments forms set up by NE, AS is still to complete his section. All to review the document and make/agree any comments/suggestions and subsequent amendments by email to each other by the end of November when the document can be uploaded to the website as a Draft and submitted to the Auditor.

There was some discussion about the amount of emails received on the info email address meaning that sometime emails with items to action had been overlooked. It was suggested that emails could include ‘FOR INFO’ or ‘FOR ACTION’ and that a date be included by when a response should be made. 
There was a brief discussion about planning matters as it was uncertain whether a response had been made by SPC on a recent planning matter but in fact it had been. There is currently just one active Planning Application to be commented on.

It was agreed that there should be a list of Parish Council assets on the website to include: 2 bus stops, salt bin at Maurice Way and the various white gates and signs, and parishioners asked to report any problems with them.
